The measures associated with the Performance Programme for sustainable profitable growth will lead to higher-than-expected extraordinary
charges of roughly EUR 15 m in the current financial year 2017/18 and to a shift in revenues to the next financial year.

Based on the Performance Programme, the company aims to increase its sales revenues significantly and more strongly than the market in the
next three to five years and to save total costs in the medium double-digit million range.

Against this background, the Managing Board of GERRY WEBER International AG essentially confirms the prognosis for the financial year
2017/18. Despite the ambitious nature of reaching the sales target of EUR 830 to 840 million, the Group continues to expect to reach the group
EBIT target of EUR -10 to 0 million. This figure contains already the previously mentioned one-off expenses of about EUR 15 million.
